Each student will be required to complete a project for the Fair as part of his/her third marking period

1. Live animals may not be used in any experiment at any time.

2. Every project should be mounted on a self-standing project board.  Boards and other accessories are available in Mr. Kabinoff’s office or at the snack counter during lunch time.

3. Students should apply creativity in the display of information throughout their project.  Projects will be judged on this criterion as well.

4. Please make sure that no valuable items are in any science project.
